Fr. John Paul’s Spiritual Brew 
 

O 
ur Gospel today presents a verse that is both simple and pondersome:   
“The person who is trustworthy in very small matters is also 
trustworthy in great ones; and the person who is dishonest in very 
small matters is also dishonest in great ones.”  
 

With these words, Jesus calls us to authenticity... an integrity that shows itself 
not only in big decisions, but in the daily choices and encounters that shape 
our lives. The parable He offers is surprising:  

• A steward who has been careless and dishonest suddenly faces losing his 
position. 

• Out of fear for his future, he quickly becomes resourceful. 

• Too weak to dig and too proud to beg, he devises a plan... 

• Reducing debts so that others will look kindly on him when he is out of 
work. 

• What is striking is that Jesus praises his cleverness, not his dishonesty. 

• He points out how the steward knew how to act “decisively” when 
everything was on the line. 

 
The challenge for us is clear: 

•  If someone can be so shrewd when motivated only by self-preservation, 
how much more intentional and creative should we be when working for 
God’s kingdom? 

• Jesus is urging us not to become complacent or lazy in our faith….. but to 
pour the same energy, creativity, and commitment into…. acts of love, mercy, 
and service. 

 
We are called to be “crafty” in the best sense… 

• Not cutting corners or manipulating, but finding new ways to bring 
compassion into a broken world, new ways to show mercy, new ways to build 
bridges of trust. 

• In the small matters of kindness and in the greater matters of justice, may we 
be faithful, resourceful, and wholehearted disciples.
